¢ Qualify for Aviation School

LANGUAGE TESTS (DLPT, DLAB, OPI)
¢ Qualify for Foreign Language Billets and Proficiency bonuses

To schedule an APT exam:
e Contact your unit and inform them you want to take an APT
exam
Complete a DA Form 4187 (Request for Personnel Action)
Obtain approval by your Unit Commander
e Submit to your state Education Services Officer (ESO) and/or
Test Control Officer (TCO)
